papers for  high command.  Have been to Ramadi and 

to the Fallujah city council meeting ... the Iraqis are 

really doing quite well.  The one thing about the surge 

that you don't hear about is the positive impact it 

has had at the local level.  8 mos ago the Falluj ah city 

council meeting was attacked and the Marines had to  

repel the insurgents.  The two previous council chmn 

had been assassinated.  Fast forward to today & they 

are holding  a meeting that could be anytown USA 

(with the exception of all the Marines) . You would all 

be proud of the Marines here ... truly professional 

group.  It's hard to believe only 150,000 men and 

women are carrying the water here!
